* Crane Creek Regional Park, Rohnert Park

This park is only a few miles from our apartment. Not only does it have hiking trails (mostly flat), but it is
home to a disc golf course, which is popular with families and groups of friends, especially college-age
students.

Riverfront Regional Park, Healdsburg
